
Directions 

St. Aidanõs Orthodox Church is at 
the junction of Clare Road and 
Henderson Street in Levenshulme, 
a district of Manchester about 3 
miles out of town on the A6 
Stockport Road.  By car, turn right 
onto Clare Road, just before the 
Post Office.  Henderson Street is 
the first junction.  By train, 
Levenshulme Station is on Albert 
Road, about half a mile from the 
church, (see map).  By bus, take the 192 out of Manchester and get off at 
the Wheatsheaf pub.  Look for the Post Office across the road.  
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About Our Community 
We are part of the Antiochian Orthodox 
Diocese of Western and Central Europe within 
the British Antiochian Orthodox Deanery.  We 
are in communion with all the other Orthodox 
Churches worldwide é Greek, Russian, 
Serbian, Romanian, etc. é Antioch being one 
of the ancient sees of the Christian Church, 
(Acts 11:26).  The Deanery parishes use English 
in all their services.  The parish priest is the 
Revd. Fr. Gregory Hallam and the bishop is 
Metropolitan John (Yazigi).  

 
All are welcome to attend our services.  After the Divine Liturgy on 
Sundays, tea, coffee and soft drinks are served, giving everyone a 
chance to get to know new people and perhaps have a word with 
our clergy.  We have a well stocked Bookstore and lending Library 
with hundreds of books, tapes, CDõs and other resources to get 
better acquainted with our faith.  We run a Diploma in Orthodoxy 
entitled E -Quip, the lectures for which are delivered on Tuesday 
evenings in term time at 7.30 pm.  A weekly Bible Study follows at 
8.45 pm.  On Sunday mornings there is a full program of Childrensõ 
and Teens activities after the Liturgy.

St. Aidan was the first bishop and abbot of Lindisfarne. A native of Ireland, 
he was born in the latter part of the sixth century and became a monk of 
Iona, where St. Columba had established his monastery earlier. When King 
Oswald of Northumbria requested a bishop to help convert his pagan 
subjects, Aidan was consecrated and arrived in Northumbria in 635. He 
made his headquarters on Lindisfarne. From there he evangelised and 
founded missionary outposts, including a monastery at Melrose. Among his 
many Anglo Saxon proteges were St. Hilda of Whitby and St. Cuthbert. His 
biographer, the Venerable Bede, wrote more affectionately of Aidan than 
possibly any other saint except Cuthbert. St. Aidan died on 31 August 651.
